Development Charges  Steering Committee

Call to Order  

Kevin Eccles called the meeting to order.

Declaration of Pecuniary Interest  

There was none. 

Business Arising from the Minutes  

Minutes of the Development Charges Steering Committee dated June 9, 2016 are for 
information only as they were adopted by Planning and Community Development 
Committee on June 21, 2016. 
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Carolyn Brown from Hemson Consulting Ltd. gave an overview of the project�¶s 
progression so far and the next steps. 

There are two planning horizons to be considered: 2017- 2026 and 2017-2041. 

The Growth Management Study (GMS) was completed in 2015 which contains current 
information.  The GMS and Development Charges By-law align well together and is the 
best available information to use on a County wide basis.  Forecasting development is a 
tough process as developers are not always forthcoming with future projects.  
Adjustments could be made at a later date if needed. 

Residential Development  

Hemson is recommending the County switch to calculating development charges on a 
unit basis, which is in line with best practices and more defensible. This would be an 
administrative shift and would be based on unit type vs. unit size.  After reviewing the 
amount of Residential C builds, it was determined that it has not been an incentive to 
increase the amount of affordable housing builds. 

Population for new dwellings forecast over the next 10 years is 9,050 with roads being 
97.1% of the costs to be accounted for. 

Hemson had used the Residential A charge in comparing current vs. calculated 
residential development charges but after discussion, the decision was to replace 
Residential A rates with Residential B.  

Residential forecast for growth is about 45-50% of the estimates contained in the 
previous growth study.  The non-residential employment forecast is approximately 10% 
of the estimate contained in the previous study.  These changes are largely related to 
the economy.  Hemson confirmed that home employment was included in the forecast. 

The group was in agreement that the use of deferral agreements to defer development 
charge fees will help with the creation of more affordable housing. 

Statistically the occupancy rates are virtually the same for detached and semi-detached 
categories (2.61 persons per unit vs. 2.43 semi occupancy).  The group was in 
agreement that single and semi-detached should be in the same rate category. 

Non-Residential Development  

For the non-residential sector, Hemson must calculate the charge so the committee can 
decide whether to apply it or not. 

Hemson has forecasted employment associated with wind turbines into the Non-
Residential Development. 
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Wind Turbines/Solar Panels 

There are no levies for solar and so far no one has challenged the current wind turbine 
fee structure.  Should employment ratio for employee/turbines be less than 1.0? 

Discussion took place on the assumptions to be used in the turbine calculation.  Current 
statistics on builds will be reviewed and Hemson will recalculate the numbers and 
update the turbine calculation. 

The background study is due next Wednesday.  

Capital cost deductions are consistent with what was approved by council. Hemson 
recommends a review of them as there are discounts but want to keep consistent.   

Question was raised on the impact of any change in Ontario Community Infrastructure 
Funds (OCIF) and development charge calculations. 

Hemson commented that what was envisioned 5 years ago and what actually 
happened is very different. 

Hemson will look into options for putting a charge on industrial uses on agricultural land. 

The current By-�O�D�Z�¶�V���2�W�K�H�U���3rovisions section to be kept as it is in the current By-law(s). 

The decision was made to keep the Roads By-law and the County-Wide General 
Services Charges By-law as two separate By-laws.  

There was discussion regarding residential redevelopment development charge credits 
in regards to non-residential properties being converted to residential.  

Next Steps 

August 3 �± Release Background Study and Draft By-law 

August 15 �± Start advertising for the Public Meeting 

August 25 �± Stakeholder Information Session at Grey Roots 

September 6 �± Statutory Public Meeting 

October 4 �± Passage of the By-law 

January 3, 2017 �± Current By-law expires 

The Stakeholder public meeting is not required by the Act but provides interested 
individuals opportunities to find out more information.  
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The project is on track to consider the By-law by the October council session. 

Questions & Discussions  

There is a 40 day appeal period following the passing of a By-law. In the event of an 
appeal, it would go through the Ontario Municipal Board. There is a possibility it could 
go through mediation which could result in lower rates being calculated.  The By-law 
would go into effect, even if appealed and the new rates would be effective 
immediately. 

There are two opportunities to have public input. County will have maps, etc. to help 
provide information to the public at the stakeholder information session.

Background 

This is the second of an anticipated three deaccessioning reports to come forward as a 
�U�H�V�X�O�W���R�I���*�U�H�\���5�R�R�W�V�¶ 2008 to 2014 artefact inventory and rating project. 

The museum has been collecting since it opened in 1955, when it was the Owen Sound 
- Grey County Museum, and since 2004, as Grey Roots Museum & Archives.  In 1990, 
the Ministry of Tourism, Culture and Sport instituted a set of Museum Standards which 
included professional guidelines for collecting.  Like many museums, between its start 
and 1990, museum �V�W�D�I�I���F�R�O�O�H�F�W�H�G���P�D�Q�\���R�E�M�H�F�W�V���W�K�D�W���V�L�P�S�O�\���Z�H�U�H���³�R�O�G�´��that had little or 
no connection to their communities.  Many have no stories to tell, as their histories were 
not recorded upon donation.  

When an object is accepted into the collection it becomes an artefact, and as such, 
requires special care, utilizes valuable space, staff time, and budget resources. 
Deaccessioning formally removes these objects from the artefact collection, allowing 
Grey Roots to re-direct space, staff and monetary resources toward artefacts that have 
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strong cultural connections to Grey County and are display-worthy.  Used carefully, de-
accessing creates stronger collections and museums.  

Of the 15,000 collection artefacts, staff has identified approximately 2,305 that are

missing parts, or are remnants of objects and/or there exists better examples in the 
collection.  Many of these objects were in poor condition when they were donated and 
some objects were stored in less than ideal conditions before Grey Roots was built, 
which lead to their deterioration.  

Approximately one third are made up of personal objects such as eyeglasses, clothing 
and fragments of clothing, and mass-produced objects such as 20th century medical 
equipment, mason jars, bottles, and furniture that have little or no connection to Grey 
County except that they may have been used by a county citizen.  

The remaining one-third of the objects were accepted into the collection without 
recording their origin, use or history.   

The artefacts recommended for deaccession have been reviewed by the Collections 
Manager, Registrar, GR Manager, Interpretation Supervisor, and Facilities Manager.

ensure that the deaccessioned artefacts remain in the public domain.  Deaccessioned 
artefacts will go through the following process: 

�x Offered to the Education Collection for hands-on teaching and demonstrations at 
Grey Roots: 130 artefacts have been accepted into Education collection; 

�x Artefacts with direct ties to other communities will be offered to corresponding 
museums on a first-right-of-refusal basis (on-going); 

�x Offered to other museums - first local, then provincial, then national; 
�x Any remaining artefacts will be sold at public auction.  In doing so, Grey Roots 

and the County of Grey will relinquish all claims to ownership of these artefacts. 
 
Since Grey Roots acquires objects with a view to permanence in its collections, every 
deaccession/disposal is approached with caution.   

Financial / Staffing / Legal / Information Technology 
Considerations 

This work is part of the collections staff workload.  Disposals will only be made to non-
profit institutions that operate in the public trust ensuring a level of care for the artefacts

by the accepting museums. 
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Staff estimates that the total fair market value of these artefacts is under $5000. Should 
any of these artefacts be sold, all monies realized from their sale will be used 
exclusively for the purchase of artefacts as per Ministry of Tourism, Culture and Sport 
standards.  Staff recommends that any proceeds be deposited in the existing reserve 
fund for this purpose. All disposals will be fully documented.

WHEREAS in 2010 Grey County Council approved the construction of an Orange 
Hall at Grey Roots provided it would be at no cost to Grey County;  

AND WHEREAS the community now has the resources needed to construct the 
Orange Lodge;  

BE IT RESOLVED THAT Report C CR-PCD-20-16 be received;  

AND THAT the Warden and Clerk enter into an agreement with the Sarawak Loyal 
Orange Lodge #1302 to construct an Orange Lodge at Grey Roots.  

Background 

In 2008 Grey County was approached by a group interested in constructing an Orange 
Lodge (Hall) at Grey Roots in the Moreston Heritage Village.  Initially, County Council 
turned down the request.  After further discussion with the community, the following 
resolution was approved by Council on July 6, 2010: 

�³�:�+�(�5�(�$�6 Grey Roots has been approached by a community group, Mr. Dave Dailey 
and Mr. Raymond Bumstead, representing the Loyal Orange Lodge who are interested 
in constructing an Orange Lodge at Grey Roots; 

AND WHEREAS this potential building acquisition has been evaluated and met the 
criteria within Policy GR-01-09 for the Heritage Committee to consider the potential 
acquisition of an Orange Lodge; 
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NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT it is hereby recommended that the offer 
to have an Orange Lodge constructed at Grey Roots in Moreston Heritage Village at the 
cost of the donors be accepted; 

AND THAT a meeting be held with the donors to seek enhancement of the building at 
their cost to make it more valuable to Grey Roots in terms of usability. (ie finishing, heat, 
hydro, �S�O�X�P�E�L�Q�J�����´ 

Further to that approval Council passed another resolution at the July 3, 2012 session 
of Council as follows:

AND WHEREAS feedback has been received from outside agencies on the 
construction of an Orange Lodge indicating that all aspects of the history of the Lodge 
need to be included in the interpretation of the Lodge; 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT Councillors Fitzgerald and Greenfield, 
and staff meet with members of the Sarawak Loyal Orange Lodge to review a balanced 
approach to the interpretation of the Orange Lodge to be constructed at Moreston 
Village; 

AND THAT once all details of the agreement have been worked out, the final agreement 
between the County of Grey and the Sarawak Loyal Orange Lodge be brought back for 
final approval.�  ́
 
�6�L�Q�F�H���&�R�X�Q�F�L�O�¶�V���D�S�S�U�R�Y�D�O of these two resolutions, the community has been actively 
raising funds and seeking in-kind sponsorship to fully construct a Hall at Grey Roots at 
no cost to the County.  Over the years, meetings have been held with representatives of 
the Sarawak Loyal Orange Lodge No. 1302 (Lodge) to approve architectural drawings 
and negotiate the inclusion of heat and hydro into the building.  The building will be 
heated with a gas fired hot water tank with radiant heating.  No plumbing will be

period of time that the Lodge will be interpreted.  This also makes sense from Grey

there are other buildings anticipated in the future where plumbing will be required. 

Staff have been working with members of the Lodge to finalize an agreement that 
considers matters such as construction, financial obligations, ownership of the building 
and how the Hall will be interpreted.  It is critical that interpretation of the Lodge be 
balanced in its approach.   

For example, while not taking a formal position on the Lodge, members of the Owen 
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Sound Ministerial Association have advised that care needs to be taken with such a 
project.  That group recognizes �W�K�H���L�P�S�R�U�W�D�Q�F�H���R�I���W�K�H���/�R�G�J�H���L�Q���*�U�H�\���&�R�X�Q�W�\�¶�V���K�L�V�W�R�U�\���D�V��
well as the Province in general.  In saying that, it was cautioned that for the project to be 
accepted in the broader community that the story told of the Lodge would need to be 
balanced.   

Community Readiness 

The most recent estimate of the cost of the Lodge is $225,200 and the group has 
approximately $197,000 held in trust by The Grand Lodge of Ontario West for the 
Lodge.  The Lodge has also advised that it has raised approximately $100,000 that is 
held locally in a bank.  Some of these funds have been spent on such things as 
architectural drawings, windows and wainscoting.  Staff understands that local 
contractors and businesses have agreed to donations in-kind.   

The group is to be commended for its dedication to this project.  Staff is of the view that 
the group has the ability to complete the construction of the Hall at no cost to the

cost is the responsibility of the Lodge. 

Some key points to the agreement are: 

1. The agreement will be with the Sarawak Loyal Orange Lodge #1302; 

2. Total cost of the construction is the responsibility of the Lodge; 

3. The Lodge is retaining Fisher Peak Contracting, c/o Tim Sobie as contract 
administrator who be the constructor of the project fulfilling all legislative 
requirements of a construction project; 

4. Ownership of the Hall will transfer to the County when the occupancy permit is 
received; 

5. The County will interpret the Hall using the principle of balanced historical 
interpretation; 

6. The Lodge may hold up to six meetings between May and October each year in the 
Hall; 

7. The Hall will be named Orange Lodge #67 which has historical significance as the 
first Orange Hall in Grey County and was located in Owen Sound; 

8. The County may enter into agreements with other persons or groups to use the Hall. 

9. The Lodge has requested that indemnification not be included in the agreement. 
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Financial/Staffing/Legal / Information Technology Considerations  

The Lodge is to be commended on the work it has done to date and its dedication to the 
project.  From the information available, it is believed the project can be completed with 
the funds the Lodge has available. 

The community wants to have control of the agreement locally and the agreement will 
be signed by the executive of the Sarawak Loyal Orange Lodge rather than the Grand 
Lodge of Ontario West.  The significance is that the Grand Lodge of Ontario West is 
incorporated where the Sarawak Loyal Orange Lodge is not.  This is viewed as a 
minimal risk given the community support that has been developed to date. 

From a risk management perspective it is unusual for the County to enter into an 
agreement that does not have indemnification clauses.  The indemnification section of 
an agreement is meant to protect the County against claims and matters that might 
arise as the building is constructed, including matters related to the Construction Liens 
Act.  Including indemnification is a standard practice for agreements.  This section has 
been removed from the agreement at the request of the Lodge.   

This is balanced by the fact that the agreement does require that the contractor has 
adequate insurance including cross liability for the County and is required to meet 
current WSIB and Health and Safety legislation.  The agreement also ensures that all 
the necessary permits will be obtained and that the contractor is the constructor of the 
project with the legislated responsibilities that entails.  While it is unlikely the elimination 
of indemnification will be an issue, the Committee needs to be aware of the potential 
risk. 

The agreement itself has been drafted using plain language where possible and has

There are no Information Technology considerations related to this report. 

There will be some staffing costs related to coordination of the site and these will be 
managed within the existing budget.

It also supports Goal 5 of listening and working together.

The Ministry of Natural Resources and Forestry initiated a review of the Conservation 
Authorities Act (Act) in the Fall of 2015 which includes addressing roles, responsibilities, 
funding and governance of conservation authorities in resource management and 
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environmental protection.   The County provided initial comments on a discussion paper 
released by the Ministry seeking early feedback on the review of the Act.  A link to the 
previous staff report providing initial comments to the Ministry can be found in the 
Attachments section of this report.  

The Ministry has released a further consultation document entitled �µ�&�R�Q�V�H�U�Y�L�Q�J���2�X�U��
Future �± �3�U�R�S�R�V�H�G���3�U�L�R�U�L�W�L�H�V���I�R�U���5�H�Q�H�Z�D�O�¶ which is based on the comments received in 
response to the discussion paper.  The Ministry is asking that further comments on this 
latest document be submitted by September 9th, 2016.  This document represents the 
second phase of a three phase consultation process.  The third phase will be seeking 
comments on the actual proposed changes to the Conservation Authority Act and other 
recommendations which will be based on the feedback they receive as part of the 
second phase.   

The Ministry noted that during the first phase of consultation, the feedback they 
received indicated general agreement that the overall conservation authority model and 
principles upon which it is based remain relevant.  Most respondents agreed that the 
watershed continues to serve as an ecologically appropriate scale for many resource 
management activities.

�x Updating the Act to reflect modern legislative structures and accountabilities 

including adding a purpose statement, defining roles and responsibilities of all 
parties involved in overseeing and ensuring the accountability of conservation 
authorities 

�x Ensuring governance and accountability mechanisms are contained within the 
Act and align with best practices and requirements for public sector 
organizations (e.g. establishing codes of conduct, addressing potential 
conflicts of interests, ensuring meetings are open to the public, and the 
proactive disclosure of information). 

�x Enhancing the authority of the Minister to ensure conservation authority 
operations, programs and services are consistent with provincial policy 
direction and legislative requirements 

�x Clarifying the role of municipalities and the conservation authority board in 
determining such things as funding, and directing and overseeing programs

�x Improving fiscal oversight and transparency by clarifying the role of 
municipalities in overseeing conservation authority budget development and 
spending, and where appropriate, standardizing budget development, 
tracking and reporting processes, and ensuring information on revenue 
sources and expenditures are made available to the public. 

�x Improving clarity in the use of provincial funding processes by providing 
greater clarity in eligibility criteria, reviewing the efficiency and effectiveness 
of provincial funding processes, and updating requirements for reporting back 
on the use of provincial funds. 

5. Enhanci ng Flexibility for the Province  
�x Giving the Minister the authority to develop, delegate or deliver current or 

additional natural resource conservation and management programs and 
services to conservation authorities, other public bodies, not-for-profit 
organizations, municipalities or other Ministries. 

The document also indicates that the province is also considering other actions, 
including:

�x Developing a coordinated communications plan outlining any changes

County staff comments:  

One of the main goals of the Conservation Authority Act Review is to clarify 
responsibilities and eliminate any overlap in roles and responsibilities for resource 
management and environmental protection that are currently shared across levels of 
government.

Staff is hopeful that these discussions can 
continue in the future to work towards a memorandum of understanding that meets the 
needs of conservation authorities, the County, and municipalities throughout Grey 
County.  Staff believes that the priority action items identified by the province will assist 
with these future discussions.

Based on discussions with the SVCA, as well 
as future discussions with the other conservation authorities, County staff believe that a 
memorandum of understanding will help clarify roles and responsibilities when it comes 
to such matters as natural hazard and natural heritage review which will hopefully result 
in a more defined and streamlined review process.  The Conservation Authority Act 
Review will also help to clarify roles and responsibilities.

3. Elisabeth Ecker Vanderploeg, 
4. Dinaz Dadyburjor, 
5. Gerard Borean, Parente Borean LLP, on behalf of Eden Oak (Trailshead) Inc.,

(Blue Mountains) Limited. 



Appeals 1 �± 4 listed above all relate to the removal of a former exception to the

facilities.  This matter appears to be site-specific in nature.   

Appeal 5 relates to a development which is presently under appeal to the OMB, known 
as Eden Oak (Trailshead).  In their appeal letter the appellants have raised concern 
over the density, open space, and bonusing provisions, in addition to the hazard land 
mapping.  They have also noted that their concerns are not limited to these matters.  A 
prehearing is coming up for the existing Eden Oak OMB matter on August 11, 2016.

Each of these options will be assessed in �W�K�H���µ�(�Y�D�O�X�D�W�L�R�Q���R�I���2�S�W�L�R�Q�V�¶��
section below.  Furthermore it must also be noted that the Town of The Blue Mountains 
would also have generally the same options described above.  Should the two 
municipalities involve themselves in the OMB proceedings, then they would have the 
option of partnering, or proceeding individually. 

Based on the appeals submitted to the TBMOP, County staff are hopeful that a 
settlement or partial settlement may be possible, which would either negate the need for 
a hearing, or reduce the length of a potential hearing.

Option A �� County Party Status I nvolvement in the OMB Proceedings  

The County was the approval authority for TBMOP; however that authority has now 
shifted to the OMB based on the appeals.  The 2016 TBMOP is implementing the 
County Official Plan and multiple County interests including but not limited to economic 
development, growth management, housing, environmental, and transportation matters.  
County staff have been actively involved in not only the approval, but also the pre-
approval of the TBMOP, dating back to 2011. To protect County interests, and to be

County staff would generally not recommend participating in OMB proceedings with 
participant status.

The County also has the option to waive their participation in the OMB proceedings; 
however in doing so the County would have less input into the outcome of the hearing, 
and a resulting Board order could have little regard for County interests.  Should Council 
decide not to participate in the hearing County Planning staff could still be summonsed 
to provide evidence at the hearing.

Financial/Staffing/Legal / Information Technology Considerations  

At this point it is difficult to predict the staffing time, or legal costs, associated with 
maintaining party status at the OMB on the TBMOP.  If a settlement can be reached 
which fully or partially negates the need for an OMB hearing then staffing and legal 
costs would be minimized.  However if a contested hearing is required, it is likely that a 
hearing could last between one to two weeks.  In the above-referenced OMB 
attendance report, there is an example of a hearing a few years ago for which the 
County participated with party status.  Legal costs for this eight day hearing were 
approximately $19,000.00 and staff time for the hearing was approximately three to four 
weeks, including preparation and hearing time.  The legal costs associated with the 
TBMOP hearing could also be reduced should the County split legal costs with the 
Town.   

Should the County choose to participate in the OMB proceedings as a participant then 
staffing time and legal costs should be vastly reduced. However, by opting to be 
involved via participant status the County would have much less input into the OMB 
proceedings. 

Should the County choose not to participate in the hearing it is unlikely that the County 
would incur any further legal costs.  County staff time may still be summonsed to appear 
at the hearing; however this time would be minimized compared to the alternative of 
having the County appear as a party to the hearing.   

Link to Strategic Goals / Priorities  

An official plan has the ability to influence a number of the goals contained within the 
County of Grey Corporate Strategic Plan including goals 1, 2, and 5.  

Action item 2.10 with respect to enabling healthy and resilient communities, while 
managing and directing growth through the creation of sound land use planning 
principles is what the TBMOP is striving to accomplish.  

In accordance with Goal 5, the TBMOP has been collaboratively developed by the 
Town, stakeholders, the public, agencies, and the County.
