Recommendation(s) 

WHEREAS the Countyôs Acquisition of Land Procedure requires that all 

severances adjacent to Grey Roads deed a 5.18 metre (17 feet) parcel of land for 

road widening purposes to Grey County; 

AND WHEREAS the Notice of Decision from the Township of Georgian Bluffs File 

Number B25/13, regarding the severance was completed on February 12, 2014, 

included the requirement to deed the 5.18 metre of frontage to Grey County as a 

provision of consent; 

AND WHEREAS the owner of the property that will be increased in size from the 

severance has requested the County to withdraw its requirement to deed the 5.18 

metre wide section of property to the County; 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT Report TR-TAPS-36-14 regarding the 

request to withdraw the requirement to deed property to the County as outlined in 

the Countyôs Acquisition of Land Procedure G-GEN-003-002 of Policy G-GEN-003-

001 and contained within the Notice of Decision from the Township of Georgian 

Bluffs File Number B25/13 be received; 

AND THAT the road acquisition requirements as set out in the Acquisition of 

Land Procedure G-GEN-003-002 section 4 continue to be supported. 
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Background 

Grey County Countyôs Acquisition of Land Procedure G-GEN-003-002 of Policy G-GEN-

003-001 requires that all severances adjacent to County Roads shall deed a 5.18 metre 

(17 feet) parcel of land for road widening purposes to the County.  The aim of this policy 

is for the Grey County to possess 30.48 metre (100 feet) right-of-way widths on all Grey 

County Roads to accommodate future road needs. 

As per Section 5.2.2(2) of the County of Grey Official Plan: 

ñRight-of-Way Widths 

The required road allowance of a County Road shall be determined by County 

Council. 

Generally, the following minimum right-of-way widths shall apply: 

a. Provincial Highways as determined by the Ministry of Transportation 

b. County Roads generally be a 30 metre right-of-way width 

c. Local Roads generally be a 20 metre right-of-way widthò 

Where County road right-of-way widths are less than those described above, the 

County may require as a condition of approval, the dedication of lands for road widening 

purposes. 

As per Section 53(12) of the Planning Act, it provides authority for the imposition of 

conditions in provisional consents.  In particular, the powers set out in Section 51(25) 

respecting plans of subdivision are extended to consents.  Paragraph 51(25)(c) 

provides ñThe approval authority may impose such conditions to approval éas in the 

opinion of the approval authority are reasonableé including a requirementéthat 

sufficient land, other than land occupied by buildings or structures, be dedicated to 

provide for the widening of the highway to such width as the approval authority 

considers necessary.ò 

The Notice of Decision from the Township of Georgian Bluffs, regarding the severance 

was completed on February 12, 2014.  Condition 8 of the notice stated the following: 

ñ8) That the applicant deed a 17 foot (5.18m) parcel of land for road widening 

purposes to the satisfaction of the County of Grey from the severed and retained 

portions.ò 

The severance application was submitted to the Township of Georgian Bluffs by the 

property owner of Lot 12 to sever a portion of their property to transfer to the 

neighbouring property to enable the neighbor to construct a larger house. 

The neighbor who wishes to expand their property (who is not the severing party) has 

requested that the requirement to deed the 5.18 metre of widening to the County be 
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exempt from this severance requirement.  The severing neigbour has allegedly advised 

the non-severing neighbor that if the condition was not exempted that the severance 

would not be pursued. 

The non-severing neighbor has moved forward with the plans to construct the new 

house before the severance was approved. 

It appears that the majority of the Grey Road right of way in the vicinity is 20.1 metres 

(66 feet) wide. 

At this time it does not appear that additional 5.18 metre widening is required for road 

work.  However, the property could be required for road purposes including, utilities in 

the future. 

The County has no plans to do any work on the widening at this time. 

If the property is not obtained now and is required in the future the County would be 

required to pay for the property and the associated legal requirements. 

There are many severances that the 5.18 metre widening is obtained on County Roads 

that there are no plans to alter the existing Grey Road. 

The policy was developed to ensure consistency and that the County would have 

property to accommodate future needs. As a result the policy should be enforced unless 

there are very unique situations.  

The waving of the requirement to obtaining property for this severance may result in 

precedence for future severances. 

Financial / Staffing / Legal / Information Technology 

Considerations 

If road widening is required in the future, the property and associated legal costs will be 

incurred solely by Grey County.  However, if the road widening is acquired now as per 

the Sale and Acquisition of Land Procedure, there would be no costs incurred to Grey 

County.
